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Captive information – (f)

National Marine Mammal Stranding Network Members authorized for live animal response, transport, and rehabilitation must meet minimum criteria prior to issuance of the SA that authorizes those activities.  When applying for a stranding agreement, organizations submit application materials based upon the criteria listed in the Minimum Standards for a SA, which were evaluated in Sections 4 and 5 of the PEIS.  Application materials are reviewed by the NMFS Regional Stranding Coordinator, and the facility is determined to meet the Minimum Standards prior to the SA being issued.  Rehabilitation facilities are inspected on a rotating basis to ensure compliance with the Standards for Rehabilitation Facilities (http://www.nmfs.noaa.gov/pr/pdfs/health/rehab_standards.pdf).  Emergency rehabilitation facilities (e.g., those established during an oil spill, UME, or other emergency event) are also inspected prior to authorization. 
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
